RING SIZER CUT-OUT

Before you begin, use a ruler to ensure that
thelinein thereferencetotherighthas
been printed to 100mm. Remember to
measure your ring size when your hands are

warm, as this yields the most precise results.

Strengthen theringsizer by placing a
single layer of clear tape over it, before
cutting around the edges. Use a sharp knife
to then carefully cut the vertical slit.

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With the logo facing outwards, wrap the ring sizer around the widest
point of your finger (typically the knuckle). Pull the narrow end of the
ring sizer through the slit, and tighten until it fits snugly around your
finger. Your ring size is the letter that lines up with the slit.Opt for the
larger size if yours sitsbetween two letters. In any case, the ring sizer
should be able to slide over the knuckle.
